PLACING TOOL IN SERVICE 
Always operate, inspect and maintain this tool in 
accordance with American National Standards 
Institute Safety Code for Portable Air Tools (ANSI 
B186.1) 
For safety, top performance, and maximum 
durability of parts, operate this tool at 90 psig 
(6.2 bar/620 kPa) maximum air pressure at the inlet 
with 1/4” (6 mm) inside diameter air supply hose. 
Always turn off the air supply and disconnect the 
air supply hose before installing, removing or 
adjusting any accessory on this tool, or before 
performing any maintenance on this tool. 
Do not use damaged, frayed or deteriorated air 
hoses and fittings. 
Be sure all hoses and fittings are the correct size 
and are tightly secured. See Dwg. TPD905-1 for a 
typical piping arrangement. 
Always use clean, dry air at 90 psig maximum air 
pressure.

After each 40 000 cycles or each month, whichever 
occurs first, lubricate the gear train with Ingersoll-Rand 
No. 28 Grease.

Probable Cause 

Low air pressure

Solution 

Check air supply. For top performance, the air 
pressure must be 90 psig (6.2 bar/620 kPa) at 
the inlet. 
Clean the Air Strainer or screen in a clean, 
suitable. cleaning solution. If the Screen cannot 
be cleaned, replace it. 
Clean the Muffler Element in a clean, suitable 
cleaning solution. If it cannot be cleaned, 
replace it. 
Replace the complete set of Vanes. 
Install a new Rear End Plate Gasket.

Worn or broken Cylinder 

Improper lubrication or dirt

Replace the Cylinder if it is cracked or if the 
bore appears wavy or scored. 
Clean the Motor Unit parts and lubricate as 

build-up instructed. 
Worn Throttle Valve and/or Install a new Throttle Valve and/or a 
Throttle Valve Seat Throttle Valve Seat. 
Dirt accumulation on Throttle Pour about 3 cc of a clean, suitable cleaning 
Valve and/or Throttle Valve solution in the air inlet and operate the tool for 
Seat about 30 seconds. Immediately pour 3 cc of the 

recommended oil in the air inlet and operate 
the tool for 30 seconds to lubricate all the 
cleaned parts. 

Excessive grease Clean and inspect the Gear Case and gearing 
parts and lubricate as instructed. 

Worn or damaged parts Clean and inspect the Gear Case and gearing. 
Replace worn or broken components.
